GRAPEVINES - THE RESCUE OF GRANDFATHER GREGORY

“Winemaking in our family has a long history, but we only have records of the activities conducted by the past four generations. The
darkest period in our history began in 1949, when almost the entire family was deported to Siberia, from where, after Stalin’s death
in 1953, only a few were able to return home. That dark night the grandfather Gregory was in the vineyard, a fact that saved him from
the Gulag. The Soviet regime nationalized everything: from grapes and cellars up to animals that were used to work the land. He re-
mained with a single horse and a small part of household that served as a shed for tools before nationalization. During the soviet period
grandfather Gregory continued to produce homemade wine, renowned for its special quality. He passed his love for grapes and quality
wine to my father, John, who after graduating from university got employed at Cricova winery and dedicated it his entire life. Today,
he works here as Head of Production. His brother, Vasile, also works here as chief production engineer”.(lon Luca Jr.)

LUCA WINE HOUSE

Past many decades, two generations of winemakers have strengthened efforts to breathe new life to the main activity of the Luca
family’s ancestors, founding the new/old Luca Wine House.
